Amenities: The hotel is on the beach, the sand is great, and the water will be warm. The rooms and meeting areas have undergone major renovation.  It will look grand.  During your stay, you can use the two pools (indoor/outdoor) and a hot tub.  The hotel has a restaurant, Surf Club Ocean Grille, that serves American regional cuisine and seafood. Has indoor and outdoor seating, an eclectic bar, and breathtaking ocean views. Happy Hour from 3–7 p.m. daily. Our hospitality rooms are on the first floor and open to the large patio leading to the restaurant. BUT, we are not allowed to walk around on the brick patio part with our drinks, but we can sit in the concrete area just outside the doors. The rooms and meeting areas have complimentary Wi-Fi, coffee makers, and refrigerators. Our room rate includes a full hot breakfast for up to 2 people per room

JACK WILKES MEMORIAL GOLF TOURNAMENT
MONDAY, SEPTEMBER 16; Depart Hotel by 8:00 am for first (9:12am) Tee Time

Course:	Hell’s Point Golf Club (HPGC) is described as a “Devilish creation” of Rees Jones, who designed this 6,766-yard, par 72 course with lakes, interesting fairway angles, challenging greens and 61 sculpted bunkers. It is named after Hell’s Point Creek, which cuts through the course and flows into the adjoining Back Bay National Wildlife Refuge.  The name is daunting; a legend relates it to the ‘Hell-like’ conditions encountered by early explorers; including mosquitoes, thick brush, and extensive wetlands featuring Cyprus trees and marshes. I’m sure our mid-September visit will be much more welcoming. A course ‘photo album’ is available at https://photos.app.goo.gl/7ohLGs5r6SwRg4V46 . 

Location:	Hell’s Point Golf Club, 2700 Atwoodtown Rd, Virginia Beach, VA  23456.  The golf course is about a 30-minute drive from the Wyndham.  Maps and directions will be available in the Registration package you receive, and we will assist in arranging car pools.  

Cost:	The $50 cost includes green fees, carts, range balls, and a small prize fund.  This does not include lunch; see below for options.  A small number of rental club sets are available for $35 at the Pro Shop; please indicate on the Registration Form if you desire a rental set.

Format:	Four-person scramble format (aka "Captain's Choice").  Teams will be determined prior to your arrival, and this information will be part of your Registration Packet picked up at the Wyndham VB Oceanfront when you arrive.  "Closest-to-the-pin" will also be recognized, for both men and women players.

Timing:	Six consecutive tee times have been arranged (‘shotgun’ start not available) starting at 9:12am  Everyone should plan on arriving at least 30 minutes prior to assure that we have time to get everyone situated, warmed up, and ready to go.  Range balls should be available by 8:30. A bag drop area is available, and you should let them know you're playing with the FHWA Reunion group.

Lunch:	We plan for the group to gather for lunch, refreshments, and awards after the round.  As noted above, lunch costs are not included, as we plan to ‘self-order and pay’ after the round. We would either stay at the HPGC grill room (with outdoor patio seating, if we desire) or take a short drive to the New Realm Brewery, which on the way back to the Wyndham Hotel

Tuesday Two-Site Split Group Tours - September 17, 2024 Depart Hotel at 9:15 AM

This year, the Host Committee has arranged a two-site split visit. You can choose to go on both or just one.  
The morning trip is to the Virginia Aquarium and Marine Science Center.   Plan to spend about an hour and a half exploring the North Building, another 45 minutes in the South Building, and as much time as you please on the Nature Trail. The North Building houses most of the larger species, such as sea turtles, sharks, harbor seals, and Komodo dragons.  The South Building features over a dozen new species of animals, along with a longstanding favorite, the Otter Habitat.  This newly renovated and expanded facility offers a variety of immersive experiences with interactive exhibits, kids’ play areas, touch pools, an observable veterinary care center, an interactive water quality lab, and more. 

We will depart the hotel at 9:15 AM and arrive at the Aquarium at 9:30 AM. We will return to the buses at 12:15 and arrive back at 12:30 PM.

Lunch between tours: We can use the two buses to transport the lunch groups to several restaurant areas. One area is the Rudee Inlet area, where two popular restaurants are located. These are great for seafood, hamburgers, and outside seating. A stop on 6th Street is another area en route to Rudee Inlet for several fine restaurants. A list for signing up will be emailed to attendees so that you can select the area to have lunch.

The other bus drop-off area will also have two stops: Laskin Road and 22nd Street. Both areas offer American-style food, Tex-Mex, or seafood. A list of what is located near the stops will be provided.  

Victory Rover Naval Base Cruises: The Norfolk Harbor cruise aboard the Victory Rover is your front-row seat to the naval fleet! See destroyers, submarines, and other vessels while taking in the harbor's sights.  The buses will depart the hotel at 3:30 PM and return back to the hotel at 8:00 PM.

On the cruise, the ship will go by Old Fort Norfolk, The Battleship Wisconsin, Downtown Norfolk and Portsmouth, BAE and Metro Machine Shipyards, Portsmouth Naval Hospital, Portsmouth Marine Terminal, Coast Guard Station Portsmouth, Craney Island Fuel Depot, Norfolk Southern Coal Piers, Lamberts Point Cargo Terminals, Norfolk International Terminals, and the highlight of the cruise – The Norfolk Naval Station – the world’s largest naval base. Naval Station Norfolk is home to destroyers, aircraft carriers, cruisers, amphibious assault ships, and submarines – just about every type of ship in the Navy’s armada.  

Bring a jacket for this. Water bottles will be provided as you depart the bus. Snacks are available for sale on board the ship. We should have a sunset event, and the moon will be seen as we head back to the dock.
